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OLAF: Innovative works support access to justice

The Ohio Legal Assistance Foundation (OLAF) is 
a champion for many low-income Ohioans with 
unmet civil legal needs. It advocates for these 
citizens and is committed to providing statewide 
resources, programs and services to ensure equal 
access to justice for everyone. 

A key resource for Ohioans in need of legal information is the Ohio Legal 
Services Web site.  The Web site is a collaboration between the Ohio State 
Legal Services Association (OSLSA) and OLAF.  The Web site provides 
content and resources to public users looking for legal education and 
legal services information, to advocates providing legal services, and to 
volunteer attorneys working on legal services cases.  With nearly 14,000 
visits per month, the Web site is a critical component in the delivery of 
legal services to Ohioans with limited means.

Following a grant from the Foundation, OLAF 
enhanced the Court Tour section of the site by 
creating visual representations of the 51 existing 
“legal minutes”—minute-long audio files.  The 
files explain various aspects of the court systems, 
and were originally developed by the Foundation’s 
Past Presidents Advisory Council.  / P4
